WEEKS ROBINSON EXPANDS ITS FOOTPRINT IN THE 

DALLAS / FT. WORTH MARKET

Acquires two distribution centers in the Railhead area

Atlanta, Ga.  – Weeks Robinson Properties today announced its acquisition of two distribution centers totaling 702,000 square feet in the Railhead area of Ft. Worth, Texas (Tarrant County). Conveniently located near Interstate 35 West and Spur Road 280, the two buildings are currently 56% leased. 

With this acquisition, Weeks Robinson Properties’ holdings in the Dallas / Ft. Worth market now total 2,034,856 square feet.

Forrest Robinson, CEO of Weeks Robinson Properties, said “our goal is to build a large portfolio in the Dallas / Ft. Worth market and this purchase fits well within our strategy. These are good quality buildings and they are complementary to our other acquisitions.”
USAA is the seller; George Curry, Dave Richards and Chris Skibinski of Jones Lang Lasalle were the brokers on this transaction. 
The Atlanta-based industrial real estate and investment firm recently raised $150 million in equity and is moving aggressively to take advantage of opportunities presented by a depressed real estate market. 
Earlier this year, Weeks Robinson acquired Forum 303 Crossing, a two building project in the Great Southwest submarket in Dallas. The 506,000-square-foot project in Arlington, Texas, is approximately 35 percent leased. Other company assets include a build-to-suit distribution center in Jacksonville, Fla. which totals 240,000 square feet and is leased on a long-term lease to PenserSC Logistics. Additionally, 4800 and 4900 Langdon Road are two buildings totaling 827,400 square feet in the South Dallas industrial submarket that were acquired in May of this year. 

Last month, the company acquired Trade Center 95 in Cecil County Maryland near Baltimore. This 600,000 square foot bulk warehouse building sits on a 74-acre site that can accommodate an additional 600,000 square foot building on the adjacent pad-ready site. 
Weeks Robinson’s current holdings now total 2,874,856 square feet, including both the Railhead (Ft. Worth) and last month’s Trade Center 95 (Baltimore) acquisitions.
