Trade Center 95 is located just off I-95 and Hwy. 40 – a major distribution corridor which is 40 miles north of Baltimore, 55 miles south of Philadelphia and 155 miles from New York City. 

The Atlanta-based industrial real estate and investment firm recently raised $150 million in equity and is moving aggressively to take advantage of opportunities presented by a depressed real estate market. Earlier this year, Weeks Robinson acquired Forum 303 Crossing, a large property near the Dallas airport. The 506,000-square-foot property in Arlington, Texas, is approximately 43 percent leased.
